Entrée 1:

Movie
Congratulations!  You have chosen to challenge yourself to research an important topic in Roman history and make a movie from your research.  For this option you will need motivation, organizational skills, and an ability to self-pace your work.
What does this movie have to be about?

Your movie can be on any three aspects of the Roman Empire that you think are important, but must address all three of the following standards:

· Standard 2: Understand how and why people create, maintain or change systems of power, authority and governance.

· Standard 4: Understand the role of individuals and groups as promoters of change or the status quo.

· Standard 8: Understand cause and effect relationships and other historical thinking skills in order to interpret events and issues.

As you choose your topics, you will want to remember that there should be some fluidity between your topics.  For instance, maybe they are related because they are three aspects of society, or maybe they are related because they are considered the three most enduring legacies of the Roman Empire.  It is up to you to choose what aspects you’d like to research, but you will be graded on the quality of the aspects you choose.
What exactly do I have to do?

This project can be thought of in five parts.

1. Pick the three aspects of Roman history you’d like to explore.

2. Conduct your research on these three aspects. Get a due date from your teacher for this step: DUE ______
3. Organize your research into a storyline.

4. Develop a storyboard. Get images and create the text to go along with your movie.  Get a due date from your teacher for this step: DUE ______
5. Create your movie.  Get a due date from your teacher for this step: DUE _____

Where can I get information on my topic?

Luckily, there are many historians dedicated to the study of ancient Rome.  You should start your research with your textbook (pages 152-183).  There are also many books available (about 64 in fact) on ancient Rome at the high school library.  The Iowa AEA Online databases will be very helpful as well.  Of course the Internet has many sources, but these sources must be credible (look for sources at .edu sites). Still looking for more?  The Eldridge Public Library has a lot of sources on ancient Rome to offer you as well.

How should I site my sources?

You should have citations at the end of your movie as a credit slide or throughout your movie.  It is up to you how you chose to site your sources, but it is important to have them in your movie for everyone to see.

What do I use to make my movie?

You are welcome to use iMovie, Windows MovieMaker, or any other movie software, but you must be able to work on your project in class.  You will not be allowed to sit in class doing nothing and then go home and make your movie.  You must do work during class.

I don’t know how to use any of the suggested movie software.  How do I figure out how to use them?
