· Just like actual newspaper articles, yours should be informative and insightful

· Articles should be typed and a minimum of 2 pages in length
· Your articles should present information as though they are actually from Ancient Rome

· On the back of your newspaper, provide an informal list of resources you used

· Your articles must address the following standards:

· Standard 3—Understand the role of culture and cultural diffusion on the development and maintenance of societies

· Standard 4—Understand the roles of individuals and groups as promoters of change or the status quo

· Standard 8—Understand cause and effect relationships and other historical thinking skills in order to interpret events and issues.

· Each article must have an accompanying picture 

· One of articles must be your main feature that appears on the front page with a bold heading

· This newspaper must be a product of your best effort
· All organizational/pre-writing tasks (subsequent pages) must be signed by the teacher according to the pre-set deadlines

· You must complete an organizational/pre-writing task for each of your 6 articles. 

· You are responsible for getting teacher approval on each of these pages. This means you have to show your teacher this page when you are done filling it out. 

· Once you have completed these pages, you will have the framework for writing your articles.
