Play Script

[image: image1.wmf]Write a play that recreates any event in Ancient Roman history.  You may choose your own event(s), but your play must show understanding cause and effect relationships and other historical thinking skills in order to interpret events and issues.  Browse your textbook for suggestions of events.  Use the following list to complete this side order:

· Your play must be a recreation of an event in Ancient Roman history.  This will require research on your part.

· In approximately ¾ of a page, write a summary of your play where you explain what your play is about.  For instance, if you are writing a play about the First Punic War, you need to write a summary of what the First Punic war was about.

· Create a list of scenes in your play or a list of major events/turning points in the storyline.  For instance, in our example of the First Punic War, you need to tell me about all the major events/turning points in that war.

· Create a list of characters in your play and write a brief summary for each character.

· You must have a minimum of four characters

· Choose one event from your list of scenes and write a script for that scene.  For instance, in your play about the First Punic War, you need to write a scene for just one of the battles/events/turning points of that war.


You will be graded based on:

1. Successful completion of all written components

2. Historical accuracy

3. Effort

4. Creativity
