World History II Final Project: 20% of Final Grade
This is an exciting project that gives you the opportunity to showcase all that you have learned this semester in World History II. Be sure to follow all guidelines provided.

You’re a Museum Planner!  Your job is to use your creativity to develop a museum scheme that features exhibits from each of the eras we have studied in class. In addition to your content exhibits, you must develop a floor plan conducive to easy movement through the exhibits, as well as other building specifics. Use the checklists below to complete this project.
· For each exhibit, you must feature a minimum of five artifacts. For your artifacts, you must provide a picture of the artifact and write a caption that will be placed near the artifact so that museum patrons can understand what they are looking at.
· Within the research and presentation, students must be able to show facts that meet Iowa’s 8 History Standards listed below. Use specific facts (proper names & locations) and detailed analysis (explanation & interpretation of facts) to explain how your topic meets the 8 standards.

· Understand historical patterns, periods of time, and the relationships among these elements.

· Understand how and why people create, maintain, or change systems of power, authority, and governance.

· Understand the role of culture and cultural diffusion on the development and maintenance of societies.

· Understand the role of individuals and groups within a society as promoters of change or the status quo.

· Understand the effect of economic needs and wants on individual and group decisions.

· Understand the effects of geographic factors on historical events.

· Understand the role of innovation on the development and interaction of societies.

· Understand cause and effect relationships and other historical thinking skills in order to interpret events and issues.
· Design a floor plan for your museum. Floor plan should articulate where each of your exhibits will be placed. Do not forget to include a snack bar and a gift shop! 

· Write a summary to accompany your floor plan – summary should clarify anything that may be unclear on your floor plan.

· Decide on prices for admission, how many people will be employed at your museum, and other special services offered.

· All components of your museum plan should be organized in a portfolio, website, or some other type of multimedia that can be displayed.

· All written components must be typed.
· Any pictures or other information you obtain must be properly cited.
